7. GUEST SPEAKER: Councilmember David Ryu, CD4
Welcome by Pres. Banks Barad.  Newly elected Councilmember Ryu thanked the residents of Sherman Oaks for their support in the recent campaign. He introduced his new City staff. He has been chosen to serve on City Council committees for Public Works, Transportation, Arts, Parks and River, Personnel and Animal Welfare, and Entertainment and Facilities, and is chairing Health, Mental Health, and Education Committee. He promised to maintain a CD4 office in Sherman Oaks, and hopes to work out of the office once a week. In answer to questions, he said he supported implementing an Interim Control Ordinance (ICO) to limit “mansionization” of new homes in Sherman Oaks.
