Plan Review Board Report - None
7a. Returning Business. Westfield Fashion Square’s request for approval of changes related to up to 8 new restaurants. Hours of operation 7AM to 11PM Sunday through Thursday, 7AM to 12 midnight Friday and Saturday. Change of use 30,500 square feet of retail and 5,500 square feet of “back of house” to restaurant use. No increase in building size. Outdoor restaurant patios added; relocation of loading area; construction of a freight elevator; changes in lighting and signage on North and South faces of shopping center. Application for a CUB (Conditional Use Beverage) for onsite consumption of alcoholic beverages in the 8 proposed new restaurants.

Presentation by applicant's representative Gregg Berwin, who recapped issues and changes that have occurred since April and May’s Land Use Committee meetings.  These include Westfield meeting with community groups, and agreeing to a contribution of $100,000 to implement measures for traffic calming on Matilija Avenue. Although the project is not expected to generate any significant traffic impacts to this area, Westfield will also contribute $50,000 to implement traffic calming measures in the Library Square community. Additionally Westfield will also agree to fund the cost of one traffic analysis/report for each community required by LADOT to approve the chosen transportation improvements. Westfield also presented two options for revamping Riverside Drive pedestrian access to the mall, and screening of existing trash compacter on Riverside Drive.
Speaker Gary Breslau said he likes the pedestrian access on Riverside Drive.
Committee discussion ensued. 
Jeff Kalban made a motion to recommend approval as presented and support Option 2 of the Riverside Drive pedestrian access (which includes a pedestrian ramp and lighting) and approve the screening of the trash compactor as presented by applicant.  Mikie Maloney seconded the motion. Motion unanimously passes, 5-0-0
8) Committee Business – Discussion of center median on Ventura Blvd., led by Jeff Kalban. Discussion of funding ensued. It needs to be determined how much money is within the Plan Review Board’s fund to be spent on improvements to Ventura Boulevard in Sherman Oaks.  Suggestions were to add medians on Ventura/Lemona intersection and/or at Ventura/Fulton at entrance of Sherman Oaks. It is estimated that it will cost $600 feet per linear foot of median, so should estimate $1,000 per linear foot, which equals approximately $60,000 per median. Discussion ensued about lighting, “Welcome to Sherman Oaks” signage and logo for Sherman Oaks. 
Motion by Mikie Maloney to submit a request to the Plan Review Board to fund three medians in Sherman Oaks on Ventura, with future signage to be determined; two medians at intersection of Lemona Avenue/Ventura Boulevard, and one close to the intersection of Fulton Avenue/Ventura Boulevard, per Exhibit A and Exhibit B, attached. Alicia Bartley seconded the motion. Motion unanimously passes, 5-0-0
