1. Action Item: Amend SONC Bylaws, Article IV Stakeholder, to conform with City of Los Angeles Ordinance No. 182,830, definition of STAKEHOLDER, and more accurately define which stakeholders qualify for each SONC stakeholder category.  Unanimously approved.
2. Action Item: Amend SONC Bylaws, Article V GOVERNING BOARD – Section 1: Composition, to conform to amendments to Article IV STAKEHOLDER. Unanimously approved.
3. Action Item: Amend Attachment B of SONC Bylaws to conform to any amendments to the Bylaws and allow Community Interest Stakeholders for vote for all three stakeholder categories within their area of eligibility. Discussion ensued regarding making changes to clarify Attachment B regarding the column: “Eligibility to Vote for the Seat.” 
    Motion was made, and seconded to add: “Any Residential, Business or Community Interest Stakeholders…” in the Attachment B, column Eligibility to Vote for the Seat. Unanimously approved, as amended.
4. Action Item: Amend SONC Bylaws Article V GOVERNING BOARD – Section 4: Terms and Term Limits, with respect to holding elections for any open seats in the next election regardless of Area.  Unanimously approved.
5. Action Item: Amend SONC Bylaws, Article V GOVERNING BOARD – Section 7: Absences for board members and executive committee members. Discussion ensued. Motion was made, seconded, to correct a fragmented sentence in Board notification section and make language consistent with section on notification of absences in Executive Committee. Unanimously approved, as amended.
6. Action Item: Recommendations for SONC response to 2016 Election Procedures Stipulation Worksheet. Reviewed worksheet. Modified #9 Board Voting Structure to reflect the amending of our bylaws and the amending of Attachment B of bylaws. Unanimously approved.
