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Sherman Oaks Crime Snapshot

Total crime in Sherman Oaks Neighborhood Council district in 2019 decreased by 14.18% from 2018. In
the adjacent neighborhoods of Van Nuys and Studio City total crime in 2019 fell by 7.73% and 11.98%,
respectively from 2018. In comparison, crime as a whole in the city of Los Angeles in 2019 dropped by
6.17% from 2018.

Total crime in Sherman Oaks in December 2019 reduced by 25.74% from December 2018. In compari-
son, crime as a whole in the city of Los Angeles in Decemeber 2019 dropped by 9.07% from December
2018. In December 2019, Van Nuys and Studio City saw total crime fall by 11.75% and 26.09%, respec-
tively from December 2018.

In the Sherman Oaks area, the total number of reports in December 2019 decreased by 78 to when
compared with the same month a year ago.
