 AB 24, sponsored by Nazarian, introduces standards similar to taxi companies, checks on driving records, drug testing, and fingerprint/background check by California Department of Justice. Uber and Lyft are opposing AB 24.  Steven asked the public to fill out cards supporting AB 24. Discussion and questions from the Board ensued. Motion made to defer Board vote on AB 24 to next meeting; seconded. Unanimously approved.
