for the airport to be a good neighbor relative to pollution and noise
disturbance to all of the valley.

Draft Motion: The Sherman Oaks Neighborhood Council (SONC)
supports the amendment of Los Angeles Municipal Code (LAMC)
Section 12.22 A 32 to implement a provision that would allow for the
immediate suspension of a City of Los Angeles Home-Sharing
Registration when criminal activity is found to have taken place at a
residence while being used a short-term rental.
